Directions:

1. Fold cardstock base in half and crease with a Bone Folder.

2. Adhere DSP to card base.

3. Put4-1/4"x 5-1/2” Very Vanilla through the Finial Press Embossing folder and the Big Shot.

4. Punch a Blossom Punch in the 3-3/4” x 5” Very Vanilla.



5. Punch out 4 Blossoms from the embossed Very Vanilla and adhere to the front of the plain
piece that you just punched the Blossom out of. Cut flowers apart as needed for spacing.

6. Stamp flower center in Old Olive. Punch with 1” Circle Punch.

7. Punch 1-1/4” Circle in Poppy Parade and adhere center to that. Thread ribbon through
button and adhere to the center.

8. Stamp Wonderful You in Early Espresso ink on a scratch piece of Very Vanilla. Cut into a thin
strip and make the pennant edge by inserting it into the corner of the square punch.

9. Punch 5 Petal flower Punch in Old Olive. Cut apart for leaves. Adhere leaves to the outside of
the punched flower image and trim or re-punch as necessary.

10. Layer Top piece on to the card base with Stampin’ Dimensionals.

1. Die cut the Labels Framelit using the third largest
frame

2. Die cut 2 top Notes, one in Very Vanilla and one
in Old Olive.

3. Put the Very Vanilla Top Note through the Finial Press Embossing Folder. Hand trim on the
perforated line. Adhere to the Old Olive Top Note.

4. Score the Top Note vertically at about 1”. Fold on the score line and adhere to the back of the

Card base DSP.

Holding the label horizontally, score the Labels Framelit on 2 scallop , or at about 1” and fold
over. Adhere to the back of the DSP card base.

Adhere the DSP to the card base.

Apply self adhesive Velcro, magnet or the closure of your preference to the inside of the label

and front of the Top Note to create the opening.

Punch 2-3/8” Scallop Circle in Very Vanilla and adhere to the front.

9. Stamp 2 Mixed Bunch flowers with Pool Party ink. Punch with Blossom Punch.

10. Stamp center with Poppy Parade ink and punch with 1” Circle Punch.

11. Stamp center with Pool Party ink and punch with 3/4” circle Punch.

12. Punch tiny flower from Itty Bitty Shapes Punch Pack in Poppy Parade and add to the center.
Adhere jewel.

13. Punch 5-Petal Flower in Old Olive and cut apart for leaves.

14. Loop ribbon around your finger and tie in a knot leaving long tails. Curl the tails of the ribbon
with Paper Snips just like curling ribbon. Adhere to the underneath of the flower with Mini
Glue Dots.

11. Stamp Inspire in Early Espresso ink on scrap Very Vanilla. Cut into a thin strip and make the
pennant edge by inserting it into the corner of the square punch.

Directions:

1. Fold Poppy Parade cardstock in half and crease with a Bone Folder.

2. Put 2-3/4” x 2-3/4” Very Vanilla piece through the Big Shot with the Finial Press Embossing
Folder.

3. Punch a Blossom punch in the middle of the Very Vanilla cardstock

4. Punch 2 Blossom Punches from the floral DSP. Adhere together.

5. Stamp flower center in Old Olive ink and punch out with 1” Circle Punch.

6. Stamp center in Poppy Parade ink and punch out with the 3/4” Circle Punch.

7. Optional - I punched a 3/4” circle in Pool Party, crumpled it up and added to the center for
texture.

8. Put ribbon through the button, tie in a knot and leave the tails long. Curl the tails with Paper
Snips just like curling ribbon.

9. On a scrap piece of Very Vanilla, stamp the Create with Early Espresso ink. Cut into a thin

strip and make the pennant edge by inserting it into the corner of the square punch.

10. Punch 5-Petal Flower in Old Olive and cut apart for leaves.
11. Loop ribbon around your finger and tie in a knot leaving long tails. Curl the tails of the ribbon.

Adhere to the underneath of the flower with Mini Glue Dots.
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
